Thanks to our good friends at Bay Area Recycling for Charities (BARC), the Traverse City Wine & Art Festival will be continuing this year with our efforts at becoming a 100% waste free event. You are required to use all compostable flatware. This means paper plates that aren’t coated with wax, and cornstarch cups and silverware must be used. If you are not familiar with this type of flatware, don’t worry… it is even better! We have included the order form and document with more information about how it works. BARC can bring you flatware right to the festival; we just need to get an estimate of how much you think you will need.

· Change You are responsible for taking your own money and having a bank with $5’s $1s etc…

· Promotional material Business cards, coupons, etc. to refer people to your restaurant. 

· Light you will want to bring lights to illuminate your workspace after nightfall. We will be responsible for lighting the public spaces.

Customer Agreement Letter:

Bay Area Recycling for Charities in unison with your Food Service Coordinator will be hosting this event as a ZERO WASTE EVENT.  We need your help and support to make this work.  Please read the following agreement, sign it, and return it to your event coordinator.

In order to reduce what is put into the landfill, BARC will be composting and recycling all materials possible.  Since it is too difficult to rinse and wash reusable flatware, service ware, and cups, we will be using fully compostable materials for these items.  All of the compostable material is made from plant based materials and will break down in our compost pile within weeks, as opposed to plastics and paper that would take generations to decompose in a landfill.  Your Event Coordinator is providing all the service ware for this event. Please do not bring any forks, knives, spoons, plates, cups, or non recyclable/compostable materials, (unless it has been agreed upon with your Event Coordinator).

Below is a list of the items that are available to you for serving your cuisine.  Please mark the quantities of the following materials that you will need to have available for this event.  BARC only charges for the material actually being used, and will have extra material on hand to cover this event, if in fact the event is larger than expected.

In addition to the compostable’s, BARC will also provide a bin for all plastic, glass, metals, clean plastic bags, shrink wrap, etc.  All plastic, glass, and metal will need to be rinsed so there is no food contamination on them.  Larger items, such as cardboard and cases of empty wine bottles will also be hauled away and recycled as it becomes available.

Please think through your event details on what you can do to help make this a ZERO WASTE EVENT.  Vendors will be asked to haul out any materials that are deemed non compostable or non recyclable.
